Meg 

and Todd Hoke will share a 3 step practice that is simple, 

do-able, and useful as a way to discover the positive even 

while acknowledging the sadness and pain that we wade 

into on an almost daily basis. 

Meg and Todd met in the early 90's while serving as 

full -time volunteers at a residential hospice for people with 

AIDS in Baltimore. The daughter of a Methodist minister 

and of a teacher/community worker, Meg went on to be-

come a social worker and has worked with patients with 

HIV, AIDS, cancer and community organizations in Aus-

tin, TX. For the last 7 years, she has worked as a hospice 

social worker and director of the Palliative Care program at 

Hospice of the Carolina Foothills in Columbus, NC. Todd 

is a native Texan and focused on music during the 12 years 

they lived in Austin, TX.

I was looking around in the gift shop at the new Can-

cer Center building the other day. It seemed to me that 

the messages on their products were pretty aggressive. A 

pink t-shirt with the message, "Fight Like a Girl." An-

other shirt with the words, "Kickin' Cancer". 

The evening before my first chemo treatment, coun-

selor, Yogi and UUCSV member Deb Vingle, offered to 

come to my house to lead me through a guided medita-

tion. We spoke of my newly forming philosophy about 

cancer and it's treatment. I also spoke about this with 

member, Cilla Becker. I told these two caring women 

among us, that I believe that I am in partnership with my 

medical team. I believe that it is the medical specialists' 

job to lead the attack on the cancer through their use of 

surgery techniques, chemicals, radioactive rays and pills. 

I believe it is my job to partner with those therapies in 

resolve to provide my body and spirit with good self care 

and love. Deb taught me to find those stress parts of my 

body and begin to neutralize those areas with areas in my 

body which feel good. And, to be present with what is, 

rather than to always be pulling or pushing away. It just 

all made sense to me. I will not fight nor kick the cancer 

cells. I am partnering with the medical interventions and 

putting my focus on neutralizing the emotional and 

physical symptoms. 

It is my belief, as a UU, that I can find support 

among our congregation for the idea that I don't need to 

lead the fight and kick. I believe I can work with my 

body and the spirit of my life to find a gentle place of 

healing. 

Thank you to everyone who has reached out to sup-

port me in this journey. With the excellent pastoral skills 

of Rev. Carter, Congregational Care leader, Jim Carillon, 

Chalice Circle Coordinator Kay-Sea Conklin, and Circle 

leaders such as Beata Ball, we are well supported in our 

congregation to be healers of the spirit. I say, let the 

medical team be the fighters and kickers of cells gone 

awry.  Let us support each other be the healers of the 

spirit.
