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A Funeral for the Human Ego 

I once heard a minister define the ñegoò as ñedging God out.ò Well, that is 

one way of putting it, but for those who may not believe in a god, perhaps we can 

look at this another from another perspective with a tab bit more insight than just 

changing the words. First of all, we all have an ego and we need to have an ego in 

order to be healthy individuals. So the problem may be not so much an ego prob-

lem per se, but the question may be reframed in this way---- is our ego a healthy 

one? That is to say, is our ego expressed in an appropriate or healthy way? After 

all, there is nothing wrong with having self confidence in oneôs unique talents, 

creativity, and life skills, as long as one is aware that others have the same capa-

bilities. Yet an ego run amuck may not always be easy for one to discern, espe-

cially if the problem is oneôs own sense of ego or self esteem. It is always easier 

to see anotherôs ñfault,ò than it is to see our own. An illustration for our purposes 

may be the following example: If I were to say that I needed help from no one to 

achieve my goals in life, I would correctly be labeled as someone who is egocen-

tric, arrogant, insensitive, shameless, etc. My ego is so inflated that I am denying 

the need for relationship and assistance from others. Who do I think I am that I 

need no one to help me? 

On the other hand, if I were to believe and to say that no one can help me; that 

I am so far gone that no one may assist me in being who I am and achieving what 

I would like to in this life, that to is the work of the ego. Who do I think I am that 

no one can help me? Is this not an ñego tripò as well? One thing is for certain and 

that is the egoôs very nature is to divide and conquer. It works on and with our 

thoughts and ideas can become opponents, just as the people who think them. 

Somehow, we as human beings think that we can attack peopleôs ideas without 

attacking them, but there arenôt many people who wonôt feel personally attacked 

when we attack their ideas. One would have to have a very strong sense of self (a 

strong ego, if you will) to not feel attacked in this particular situation.

Why? Because most people are attached to the ideas and thoughts that they think. If we want to communicate with 

people, find a way to acknowledge and include their ideas. You donôt have to agree with their ideas, but when your ex-

press you own, it will be easier for others to acknowledge them. People will never be able to be together peacefully until 

their ideas can dwell together without competition. We see this at work during our monthly lunch bunch. I feel we do a 

really good job at listening and respecting each otherôs insights and opinions, even when we disagree. In short we donôt 

have to think alike to love alike, but we do need to respect and trust each otherôs thoughts and ideas.  

I am realizing that the attempt to overcome differences invariably fails. This is because differences are healthy, as 

long as they are respected, they do not interfere with the potential for intimacy and cordial relations between people. Al-

ways give another the space to be different, for in this way we are not avoiding intimacy with him or her. Feeling the 

need to become like her, or the need to be accepted by him, or that she needs to become like you to be accepted by you is 

trying to overcome the differences. Just let the differences be. You are who you are and they are who they are. Your 

heart remains peaceful and everything is fine. Try to feel the push and the pull of you trying to change others and their 

trying to change you. This is the work and the world of the ego.  

Once love steps in, the ego must die. This is what it means to die a bit everyday, because we die to our egos. This is 

the death of the ego and the only thing we must be concerned with is how costly will be the funeral. This is not always 

easy, but I can assure you it is worth the effort. I too am in the struggle with you! It is the beginning of a new me, an new 

you--- a new us--- and a new life. It is the resurrection of the self. Peace and Richest Blessings to All.

You Wonder - What Have We've been Doing? Well, we've been super busy the past two months and are all very ex-

cited for the weeks and months to come! Since this is my first attempt at communicating through the newsletter, we want 

to ensure that we are comprehensive and give everyone in the congregation the full RE picture, share with you what 

we're doing and what journeys are before us. 

With Sybil Argintar's departure and her capable and well-versed hands, the RE Program has undergone significant 

change. I've been delighted to be a part of working with our youth, teachers and congregational members yet it certainly 

will take time to adjust and learn all that we need to in order to have a stronger, growing and vibrant program. To this 

end, I've been working closely with RE committee chair Sue Phillips and the entire RE committee and staff, often meet-

ing with them before or after service, e-mailing and talking on the phone to ensure youth have a well-planned program. 

Slowly I'm gaining experience with all the coordinating that needs to occur each and every Sunday regardless of how 

many youth are in attendance. It takes just as much time and energy to prepare to teach two children as its takes to teach 

ten there. We are all hopeful that with some carefully planned outreach, community events, follow-up to visitors, and 

families we haven't seen in a while, we can increase attendance and see each Sunday have a consistent youth presence in 

every age group. 

We are also discussing options for RE outreach so that we can attract more youth of all ages to the program, ensure 

we are using our resources wisely by either combining groups and/or other cost saving and time saving measures. 

Fortunately, we continue to have very dedicated teachers who are willing to volunteer their time on Sundays, for 

meetings and at events. One area we continue to discuss is recruiting more teachers to be either regular contributors 

(teachers or assistants), presenters to lead a service or two on topics that we've planned, drivers to help transport youth to 

other area services (once a month in the Middle and High school groups) and having enough committee members who 

can help plan, organize and attend events. To be in compliance with having two adults in each class, we still need staff in 

just about every area. We need assistants, main teachers (in March we need a main teacher for Islam), and greeters who 

help put out the 11am signs near the parking areas, help youth to set up and put back chairs, greet new families and give 

and get youth registration forms, and a few other small tasks that youth can also help with. If any Congregational mem-

ber(s) would like to join us, the RE committee meets after service on the second Sunday of each month. We want to con-

tinue to grow the program and to backpack onto Sue's African proverbðmy proverb for the last decade or so, as an ad-

vocate for people with various challenges and abilities, as a former teacher and a parent (to one energetic girl you can 

hear playing piano after service sometimes)ð"It Takes a Village to Raise a Village." Please think about how you can 

help the RE Program one time or consistently, and join us raise this UU Village.
